Bible
Discussed

Dear Fellow Students,

Lately I have noticed many of you
carrying Bibles, I suspect for a
literature class. I'would like todis-
cuss this book, andIsincerely hope
that my brief discussion will be of
help to some of you in understanding
the Bible at least from a general
viewpaint,

The Bible points to God as its
author; yet it was written by human
hands. The preparation of the
written word began in the time of
Moses (C 1480 B.C.) Inspired reve-
lations were then embodied in an
inspired bock by men who differed
widely in ranks and occupation, and
in mental and spiritual endow-
ments. This work continued during
the long period of sixteen hundred
years -- from Moses, the historian
on creation and the law, to John,
the recorder of the most sublime
truths of the gospel.

In its wide range of style and sub-
jects, the Bible has something to in-
terest every mind and appeal to
every heart, In its pages are found
history the most ancient, biography
the truest to life, principles of gov-
ernment for the control of the state,
for the regulation of the household,
principles that human wisdom has
never equalled, It contains philo=
ophy the most profound, poetry the
sweetest and the most sublime, the
most impassioned and the most
pathetic. Different forms of ex-
pression are employed by different
writers,

No one with a spirittoappreciate
its teaching can read a single pas~
sage from the Bible without gaining
from it some helpful thought. Inthe
most simply stated truths are in-
volved principles that are as high
as heaven and that compass
eternity. But the most valuable
teaching of the Bible is not to be
gained by occasional or disconnect-
ed study. Its great system of truth

is not so presented as to be dis-
cerned by the hasty or careless
reader. Many of its treasures lie
far beneath the surface, and can
be obtained only by diligent re-
search and continuous effort, He
who with sincere and teachable
spriit studies God’s word, seeking
to comprehend its truths, will be
brought in touch with its Author,
the mind thus brought in contact
with the thoughts of the Infinite
cannot but expand and strengthen.

With the word of a God in his
hands, every human being, wher-
ever his lot in life may be cast,
may have such companionship as
he shall choose. In its pages he
may hold converse with the noblest
and best of the human race, and
may listen to the voice of the
Eternal as He speaks with men.As
he studies and meditates upon the
themes into which “the angels
desire to look” (I Peter, 1:12),
he may have their companionship.
He may follow the steps of the
heavenly Teacher, and listen to
His words as when He taught on
mountain and plain and sea. He
may dwell in this world in the at-
mosphere of Heaven, imparting to
earth’s sorrowingandtemptedones
thoughts of hope and longings for
holiness, himself coming closer
and still closer intofellowship with
the Unseen, like him of old who
walked with God, drawing nearer
and nearer the threshold of the
eternal world, until the portals
shall open, and he shall enter there,
He will find himself no stranger.
The voices that will greet him are
the voices of the holy ones, who,
unseen, were on earth his com-
panions voices that here he
learned to distinguish and to love.
He who through the word of God
has lived in fellowship with Heav-
en, will find himself at home in
heaven’s companionship.

God has been pleased to com-
municate His truth to the world
by human agencies, and He Him-
self, by His Holy Spirit, qualified
men and enabled them to do this
selection of what to speak and what
to write. The treasure was en-
trusted to earthen vessels, yet it
is, none the less, from heaven,
The testimony is conveyed through
the imperfect expression of human
language, vet it is the testimony of
God, Such a union existed in the
nature of Christ who was the Son
of God and the Son of man, Thus,
it is true of the Bible as it was of
Christ, that “the Word was made
flesh and dwelt among us.” (John
1:4) And the obedient, believing
child of God beholds in it the glory
of a divine power, full of graceand
truth,

I said in the first article that I
thought the subject was approached
objectively because of this “not
having a side” and also because [
had read the Liberated Press
through last year, had taken it for
real and had searched for its valid-

ity.

It’s unfortunate that you caught
on to and expounded on only my
slights, and neglected the major
thrust of the article. Those
slights however, were not only to
vent my frustration at the “mob
mind” scene, but also to point up
the situation,

Although I only spoke about Mr,
Hardy’s remarks and those of two
others at the meeting, the group

1-A-0 vs. 1-0

Dear Mr. Bresnick,

Having read your letter I was
pleased with your feelings against
the present draft laws. However I
disagree with your statement about
deferments. You say that applica-
tion for a Conscientious Objector’s
deferment is the biggest moral cop
out ofalltime. FirstIthink it should
be made clear as towhat a CO really
is. There are two parts to this de-
ferment. The first, the 1-A-0Q, This
is volunteering for non-combatant
duty in the armed services. This is
generally medical duty in combat-
ant zones. The second type is the
1-0 deferment. This two years of
clvilian work “in the national in-
terest.”

You say that accepting a CO is
accepting the system, thereby con-
doning the murder, This is true of
the 1-A-O deferment. The 1-A-0,
by accepting duty without 2 gun,
only leaves a spot open for another
person ‘in the system. However the
1-0 is in no way connected withthe
armed services, He may chose an
assignment he feels is in the na-
tional interest. This assignment is
not necessarily accepted. If you
feel that a person cannot work for
his country in a constructive man-
ner and still disagree with certain
policies of that country, you are a
stubborn fool. A country cannot
run by itself. Each capable citizen
is responsible for at least those
two years of constructive service,
I too have registered an applica-
tion for such a 1-O deferment
and am anxious to begin my service
to my country in a constructive
manner rather than the destructive
one that so many people blindly
accept by working in the armed
services,

A last point is that any person,
including those already in armed
services, is opentoapplyfora C.0.
no matter how old they are. All
draft boards, onrequest, must send
the form SS 150 for Conseientious
Objectors to am applicant. It is
not open to only certain religious
sects. Also draft counciling is
rapidly growing in many groups for
free service to anybody needing
help.
